2. The northern hemisphere is tilted towards the Sun. The Sun is higher in the sky and so the sunlight falling on the surface of the Earth is more intense and it is warmer.

3. The northern hemisphere is tilted away from the Sun. The Sun is lower in the sky so the sunlight falling on the surface of the Earth is less strong and it is colder.

4. Summer.

5. The Sun is lower in the sky. The area covered by Sun's rays is larger - so the atmosphere and surface don't heat up as much.
